The Lessons

Officiant A Reading from the Book of Judges
Chapter 2 verses 1 through 5 and verses 11 through 23

2 Now the angel of the LorD went up from Gilgal to Bochim. And he said, “I brought
you up from Egypt, and brought you into the land which I swore to give to your fathers. |
said, ‘I will never break my covenant with you, ?and you shall make no covenant with
the inhabitants of this land; you shall break down their altars.” But you have not obeyed
my command. What is this you have done? 2 So now I say, | will not drive them out
before you; but they shall become adversaries® to you, and their gods shall be a snare to
you.” *When the angel of the LORD spoke these words to all the people of Israel, the
people lifted up their voices and wept. ° And they called the name of that place
Bochim;™®! and they sacrificed there to the LORD.

11 And the people of Israel did what was evil in the sight of the LorD and served the
Ba'als; 12 and they forsook the LorD, the God of their fathers, who had brought them out
of the land of Egypt; they went after other gods, from among the gods of the peoples who
were round about them, and bowed down to them; and they provoked the LORD to

anger. 13 They forsook the LORD, and served the Ba'als and the Ash'taroth. 14 So the anger
of the LoRD was kindled against Israel, and he gave them over to plunderers, who
plundered them; and he sold them into the power of their enemies round about, so that
they could no longer withstand their enemies. 1> Whenever they marched out, the hand of

the LORD was against them for evil, as the LORD had warned, and as the LORD had sworn
to them; and they were in sore straits.

16 Then the LORD raised up judges, who saved them out of the power of those who
plundered them. *” And yet they did not listen to their judges; for they played the harlot
after other gods and bowed down to them; they soon turned aside from the way in which
their fathers had walked, who had obeyed the commandments of the LORD, and they did
not do so. ¥ Whenever the LoRD raised up judges for them, the LORD was with the judge,
and he saved them from the hand of their enemies all the days of the judge; for

the LORD was moved to pity by their groaning because of those who afflicted and
oppressed them. 1° But whenever the judge died, they turned back and behaved worse
than their fathers, going after other gods, serving them and bowing down to them; they
did not drop any of their practices or their stubborn ways. 2° So the anger of the LORD was
kindled against Israel; and he said, “Because this people have transgressed my covenant
which | commanded their fathers, and have not obeyed my voice, 2! | will not henceforth
drive out before them any of the nations that Joshua left when he died, 22 that by them |
may test Israel, whether they will take care to walk in the way of the LORD as their
fathers did, or not.” 2 So the LoRbD left those nations, not driving them out at once, and he
did not give them into the power of Joshua.

Officiant A Reading from the Gospel of Matthew
Chapter 27 verses 32 through 44

32 As they went out, they came upon a man of Cyre'ne, Simon by name; this man they
compelled to carry his cross. 3 And when they came to a place called Gol'gotha (which
means the place of a skull), **they offered him wine to drink, mingled with gall; but
when he tasted it, he would not drink it. 3> And when they had crucified him, they divided
his garments among them by casting lots; 3¢ then they sat down and kept watch over him
there. 3" And over his head they put the charge against him, which read, “This is Jesus the
King of the Jews.” 3 Then two robbers were crucified with him, one on the right and one
on the left. 3° And those who passed by derided him, wagging their heads “° and saying,
“You who would destroy the temple and build it in three days, save yourself! If you are
the Son of God, come down from the cross.” 4 So also the chief priests, with the scribes
and elders, mocked him, saying, “2“He saved others; he cannot save himself. He is the
King of Israel; let him come down now from the cross, and we will believe in him. 43 He
trusts in God; let God deliver him now, if he desires him; for he said, ‘I am the Son of
God.”” % And the robbers who were crucified with him also reviled him in the same way.
