O come, let us sing unto the Lord; * 

    let us heartily rejoice in the strength of our salvation. 

Let us come before his presence with thanksgiving * 

    and show ourselves glad in him with psalms. 

For the Lord is a great God, * 

    and a great King above all gods. 

In his hand are all the corners of the earth, * 

    and the strength of the hills is his also. 

The sea is his, and he made it, * 

    and his hands prepared the dry land. 

O come, let us worship and fall down, * 

    and kneel before the Lord our Maker. 

For he is the Lord our God, * 

    and we are the people of his pasture 

    and the sheep of his hand.

1 Do not fret yourself because of evildoers; * 

    do not be jealous of those who do wrong. 
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2 For they shall soon wither like the grass, * 

    and like the green grass fade away. 
 

  

3 Put your trust in the LORD and do good; * 

    dwell in the land and feed on its riches. 
 

  

4 Take delight in the LORD, * 

    and he shall give you your heart's desire. 
 

  

5 Commit your way to the LORD and put your trust in him, * 

    and he will bring it to pass. 
 

  

6 He will make your righteousness as clear as the light * 

    and your just dealing as the noonday. 
 

  

7 Be still before the LORD * 

    and wait patiently for him. 
 

  

8 Do not fret yourself over the one who prospers, * 

    the one who succeeds in evil schemes. 
 

  

9 Refrain from anger, leave rage alone; * 

    do not fret yourself; it leads only to evil. 

 

10 For evildoers shall be cut off, * 

    but those who wait upon the LORD shall possess the land. 
 

  

11 In a little while the wicked shall be no more; * 

    you shall search out their place, but they will not be there. 
 

  

12 But the lowly shall possess the land; * 

    they will delight in abundance of peace. 
 

  

13 The wicked plot against the righteous * 

    and gnash at them with their teeth. 
 

  

14 The Lord laughs at the wicked, * 

    because he sees that their day will come. 
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15 The wicked draw their sword and bend their bow 

to strike down the poor and needy, * 

    to slaughter those who are upright in their ways. 
 

  

16 Their sword shall go through their own heart, * 

    and their bow shall be broken. 
 

  

17 The little that the righteous has * 

    is better than great riches of the wicked. 
 

  

18 For the power of the wicked shall be broken, * 

    but the LORD upholds the righteous.

The Lesson 

Officiant  A Reading from the Book of Revelation 

Chapter 9 verses 1 through 12 

9 And the fifth angel blew his trumpet, and I saw a star fallen from heaven to earth, and 

he was given the key of the shaft of the bottomless pit; 2 he opened the shaft of the 

bottomless pit, and from the shaft rose smoke like the smoke of a great furnace, and the 

sun and the air were darkened with the smoke from the shaft. 3 Then from the smoke 

came locusts on the earth, and they were given power like the power of scorpions of the 

earth; 4 they were told not to harm the grass of the earth or any green growth or any tree, 

but only those of mankind who have not the seal of God upon their foreheads; 5 they were 

allowed to torture them for five months, but not to kill them, and their torture was like the 

torture of a scorpion, when it stings a man. 6 And in those days men will seek death and 

will not find it; they will long to die, and death will fly from them. 7 In appearance the 

locusts were like horses arrayed for battle; on their heads were what looked like crowns 

of gold; their faces were like human faces, 8 their hair like women’s hair, and their teeth 

like lions’ teeth; 9 they had scales like iron breastplates, and the noise of their wings was 

like the noise of many chariots with horses rushing into battle. 10 They have tails like 

scorpions, and stings, and their power of hurting men for five months lies in their 

tails. 11 They have as king over them the angel of the bottomless pit; his name in Hebrew 

is Abad′don, and in Greek he is called Apol′lyon. 12 The first woe has passed; behold, two 

woes are still to come.
