The Lessons

Officiant A Reading from the Book of Isaiah
Chapter 42 verses 10-17

Sing to the LORD a new song, his praise from the end of the earth! Let the sea roar and all
that fills it, the coastlands and their inhabitants. Let the desert and its cities lift up their
voice, the villages that Kedar inhabits; let the inhabitants of Sela sing for joy, let them
shout from the top of the mountains. Let them give glory to the LORD, and declare his
praise in the coastlands. The LoRD goes forth like a mighty man, like a man of war he
stirs up his fury; he cries out, he shouts aloud, he shows himself mighty against his foes.
For a long time | have held my peace, | have kept still and restrained myself; now | will
cry out like a woman in travail, | will gasp and pant. I will lay waste mountains and hills,
and dry up all their herbage; | will turn the rivers into islands, and dry up the pools. And |
will lead the blind in a way that they know not, in paths that they have not known | will
guide them. I will turn the darkness before them into light, the rough places into level
ground.

He went out again beside the sea; and all the crowd gathered about him, and he taught
them. And as he passed on, he saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at the tax office, and
he said to him, “Follow me.” And he rose and followed him. And as he sat at table in his
house, many tax collectors and sinners were sitting with Jesus and his disciples; for there
were many who followed him. And the scribes of the Pharisees, when they saw that he
was eating with sinners and tax collectors, said to his disciples, “Why does he eat with tax
collectors and sinners?” And when Jesus heard it, he said to them, “Those who are well
have no need of a physician, but those who are sick; | came not to call the righteous, but
sinners.” Now John’s disciples and the Pharisees were fasting; and people came and said
to him, “Why do John’s disciples and the disciples of the Pharisees fast, but your
disciples do not fast?”” And Jesus said to them, “Can the wedding guests fast while the
bridegroom is with them? As long as they have the bridegroom with them, they cannot
fast. The days will come, when the bridegroom is taken away from them, and then they
will fast in that day. No one sews a piece of unshrunk cloth on an old garment; if he does,
the patch tears away from it, the new from the old, and a worse tear is made. And no one
puts new wine into old wineskins; if he does, the wine will burst the skins, and the wine
is lost, and so are the skins; but new wine is for fresh skins.”
