Christ Our Passover     Pascha Nostrum 

1 Corinthians 5:7-8; Romans 6:9-11; 1 Corinthians 15:20-22 

Alleluia. 

Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; * 

    therefore let us keep the feast, 

Not with old leaven, 

neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness, * 

    but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. Alleluia. 

Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; * 

    death hath no more dominion over him. 

For in that he died, he died unto sin once; * 

    but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. 

Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, * 

    but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. Alleluia. 

Christ is risen from the dead, * 

    and become the first fruits of them that slept.

The Lesson 

Officiant A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles 

Chapter 3 verses 1 through 10 
 

Now Peter and John were going up to the temple at the hour of prayer, the ninth hour. And 

a man lame from birth was being carried, whom they laid daily at that gate of the temple 
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which is called Beautiful to ask alms of those who entered the temple. Seeing Peter and 

John about to go into the temple, he asked for alms. And Peter directed his gaze at him, 

with John, and said, “Look at us.” And he fixed his attention upon them, expecting to 

receive something from them. But Peter said, “I have no silver and gold, but I give you 

what I have; in the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk.” And he took him by the right 

hand and raised him up; and immediately his feet and ankles were made strong. And 

leaping up he stood and walked and entered the temple with them, walking and leaping and 

praising God. And all the people saw him walking and praising God, and recognized him 

as the one who sat for alms at the Beautiful Gate of the temple; and they were filled with 

wonder and amazement at what had happened to him.
