Officiant A Reading from the Book of Deuteronomy
Chapter 4 15 through 24

Moses said to the company of Israel, “Therefore take good heed to yourselves. Since you
saw no form on the day that the LORD spoke to you at Horeb out of the midst of the
fire, beware lest you act corruptly by making a graven image for yourselves, in the form of
any figure, the likeness of male or female, the likeness of any beast that is on the earth, the
likeness of any winged bird that flies in the air, the likeness of anything that creeps on the
ground, the likeness of any fish that is in the water under the earth. And beware lest you
lift up your eyes to heaven, and when you see the sun and the moon and the stars, all the
host of heaven, you be drawn away and worship them and serve them, things which
the LORD your God has allotted to all the peoples under the whole heaven. But
the LORD has taken you, and brought you forth out of the iron furnace, out of Egypt, to be
a people of his own possession, as at this day. Furthermore the LORD was angry with me
on your account, and he swore that I should not cross the Jordan, and that | should not enter
the good land which the LoRrRD your God gives you for an inheritance. For | must die in this
land, I must not go over the Jordan; but you shall go over and take possession of that good
land. Take heed to yourselves, lest you forget the covenant of the LORD your God, which
he made with you, and make a graven image in the form of anything which the LORD your
God has forbidden you. For the LORD your God is a devouring fire, a jealous God.”

So he
told them this parable: “What man of you, having a hundred sheep, if he has lost one of
them, does not leave the ninety-nine in the wilderness, and go after the one which is lost,
until he finds it? And when he has found it, he lays it on his shoulders, rejoicing. And when
he comes home, he calls together his friends and his neighbors, saying to them, ‘Rejoice
with me, for I have found my sheep which was lost.” Just so, | tell you, there will be more
joy in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons who
need no repentance. Or what woman, having ten silver coins, if she loses one coin, does
not light a lamp and sweep the house and seek diligently until she finds it? And when she
has found it, she calls together her friends and neighbors, saying, ‘Rejoice with me, for I
have found the coin which I had lost.” Just so, | tell you, there is joy before the angels of
God over one sinner who repents.”
