9 "I will instruct you and teach you in the way that you 

                             should go; * 

    I will guide you with my eye. 
 

  

10 Do not be like horse or mule, which have no understanding; * 

    who must be fitted with bit and bridle, 

    or else they will not stay near you." 
 

  

11 Great are the tribulations of the wicked; * 

    but mercy embraces those who trust in the LORD. 
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12 Be glad, you righteous, and rejoice in the LORD; * 

    shout for joy, all who are true of heart.

The Lesson 

Officiant A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles 

Chapter 13 verses 26 through 43 

26 “Brethren, sons of the family of Abraham, and those among you that fear God, to us 

has been sent the message of this salvation. 27 For those who live in Jerusalem and their 

rulers, because they did not recognize him nor understand the utterances of the prophets 

which are read every sabbath, fulfilled these by condemning him. 28 Though they could 

charge him with nothing deserving death, yet they asked Pilate to have him killed. 29 And 

when they had fulfilled all that was written of him, they took him down from the tree, and 

laid him in a tomb. 30 But God raised him from the dead; 31 and for many days he 

appeared to those who came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, who are now his 

witnesses to the people. 32 And we bring you the good news that what God promised to 

the fathers, 33 this he has fulfilled to us their children by raising Jesus; as also it is written 

in the second psalm, 

‘Thou art my Son, 

today I have begotten thee.’ 

34 And as for the fact that he raised him from the dead, no more to return to corruption, he 

spoke in this way, 

‘I will give you the holy and sure blessings of David.’ 

35 Therefore he says also in another psalm, 

‘Thou wilt not let thy Holy One see corruption.’ 

36 For David, after he had served the counsel of God in his own generation, fell asleep, 

and was laid with his fathers, and saw corruption; 37 but he whom God raised up saw no 

corruption. 38 Let it be known to you therefore, brethren, that through this man 

forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you, 39 and by him every one that believes is freed 

from everything from which you could not be freed by the law of Moses. 40 Beware, 

therefore, lest there come upon you what is said in the prophets: 
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41 ‘Behold, you scoffers, and wonder, and perish; 

for I do a deed in your days, 

a deed you will never believe, if one declares it to you.’” 

42 As they went out, the people begged that these things might be told them the next 

sabbath. 43 And when the meeting of the synagogue broke up, many Jews and devout 

converts to Judaism followed Paul and Barnabas, who spoke to them and urged them to 

continue in the grace of God.

O God, who hast made of one blood all the peoples of the 

earth, and didst send thy blessed Son to preach peace to those 

who are far off and to those who are near: Grant that people 

everywhere may seek after thee and find thee; bring the 

nations into thy fold; pour out thy Spirit upon all flesh; and 

hasten the coming of thy kingdom; through the same thy 

Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

A Collect for the Unity of the Human Family  

O God, thou hast made us in thine own image and redeemed us  

through thy Son Jesus Christ, the Prince of Peace: Give us grace  

seriously to lay to heart the great dangers we are in by our unhappy  

and unjust divisions; look with compassion on the whole human  

family; take away the arrogance and hatred which infect our hearts;  

break down the walls that separate us; and work through our struggles  

and confusion to accomplish thy purposes on earth; that we may be  

united in one holy bond of truth, and justice, peace, and love;
