The Lessons

Officiant A Reading from the Book of Isaiah
Chapter 60 verses 1 through 17

Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory of the LORD has risen upon you. For
behold, darkness shall cover the earth, and thick darkness the peoples; but the LORD will
arise upon you, and his glory will be seen upon you. And nations shall come to your light,
and kings to the brightness of your rising. Lift up your eyes round about, and see; they all
gather together, they come to you; your sons shall come from far, and your daughters
shall be carried in the arms. Then you shall see and be radiant, your heart shall thrill and
rejoice; because the abundance of the sea shall be turned to you, the wealth of the nations
shall come to you. A multitude of camels shall cover you, the young camels of Mid'ian
and Ephah; all those from Sheba shall come. They shall bring gold and frankincense, and
shall proclaim the praise of the LORD. All the flocks of Kedar shall be gathered to you,
the rams of Nebai'oth shall minister to you; they shall come up with acceptance on my
altar, and | will glorify my glorious house. Who are these that fly like a cloud, and like
doves to their windows? For the coastlands shall wait for me, the ships of Tarshish first,
to bring your sons from far, their silver and gold with them, for the name of

the LORD your God, and for the Holy One of Israel, because he has glorified you.
Foreigners shall build up your walls, and their kings shall minister to you; for in my
wrath | smote you, but in my favor | have had mercy on you. Your gates shall be open
continually; day and night they shall not be shut; that men may bring to you the wealth of
the nations, with their kings led in procession. For the nation and kingdom that will not
serve you shall perish; those nations shall be utterly laid waste. The glory of Lebanon
shall come to you, the cypress, the plane, and the pine, to beautify the place of my
sanctuary; and | will make the place of my feet glorious. The sons of those who
oppressed you shall come bending low to you; and all who despised you shall bow down
at your feet; they shall call you the City of the LORD, the Zion of the Holy One of

Israel. Whereas you have been forsaken and hated, with no one passing through, I will
make you majestic for ever, a joy from age to age. You shall suck the milk of nations, you
shall suck the breast of kings; and you shall know that I, the LORD, am your Savior and
your Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob. Instead of bronze I will bring gold, and instead



of iron I will bring silver; instead of wood, bronze, instead of stones, iron. | will make
your overseers peace and your taskmasters righteousness.

And as he was setting out on his journey, a man ran up and knelt before him, and asked
him, “Good Teacher, what must I do to inherit eternal life?”” And Jesus said to him, “Why
do you call me good? No one is good but God alone. You know the commandments: ‘Do
not kill, Do not commit adultery, Do not steal, Do not bear false witness, Do not defraud,
Honor your father and mother.”” And he said to him, “Teacher, all these I have observed
from my youth.” And Jesus looking upon him loved him, and said to him, “You lack one
thing; go, sell what you have, and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven;
and come, follow me.” At that saying his countenance fell, and he went away sorrowful;



for he had great possessions. And Jesus looked around and said to his disciples, “How
hard it will be for those who have riches to enter the kingdom of God!”” And the disciples
were amazed at his words. But Jesus said to them again, “Children, how hard it is to enter
the kingdom of God! It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a
rich man to enter the kingdom of God.” And they were exceedingly astonished, and said
to him, “Then who can be saved?” Jesus looked at them and said, “With men it is
impossible, but not with God; for all things are possible with God.” Peter began to say to
him, “Lo, we have left everything and followed you.” Jesus said, “Truly, I say to you,
there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or mother or father or children or
lands, for my sake and for the gospel, who will not receive a hundredfold now in this
time, houses and brothers and sisters and mothers and children and lands, with
persecutions, and in the age to come eternal life. But many that are first will be last, and
the last first.”
