11 Because they rebelled against the words of God * 

    and despised the counsel of the Most High. 
 

  

12 So he humbled their spirits with hard labor; * 

    they stumbled, and there was none to help. 
 

  

13 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 

    and he delivered them from their distress. 
 

  

14 He led them out of darkness and deep gloom * 

    and broke their bonds asunder. 
 

  

15 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 

    and the wonders he does for his children. 
 

  

16 For he shatters the doors of bronze * 

    and breaks in two the iron bars. 
 

  

17 Some were fools and took to rebellious ways; * 

    they were afflicted because of their sins. 
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18 They abhorred all manner of food * 

    and drew near to death's door. 
 

  

19 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 

    and he delivered them from their distress. 
 

  

20 He sent forth his word and healed them * 

    and saved them from the grave. 
 

  

21 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 

    and the wonders he does for his children. 
 

  

22 Let them offer a sacrifice of thanksgiving * 

    and tell of his acts with shouts of joy. 

 

23 Some went down to the sea in ships * 

    and plied their trade in deep waters; 
 

  

24 They beheld the works of the LORD * 

    and his wonders in the deep. 
 

  

25 Then he spoke, and a stormy wind arose, * 

    which tossed high the waves of the sea. 
 

  

26 They mounted up to the heavens and fell back to the depths; * 

    their hearts melted because of their peril. 
 

  

27 They reeled and staggered like drunkards * 

    and were at their wits' end. 
 

  

28 Then they cried to the LORD in their trouble, * 

    and he delivered them from their distress. 
 

  

29 He stilled the storm to a whisper * 

    and quieted the waves of the sea. 
 

  

30 Then were they glad because of the calm, * 

    and he brought them to the harbor they were bound for. 
 

  

31 Let them give thanks to the LORD for his mercy * 

    and the wonders he does for his children. 
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32 Let them exalt him in the congregation of the people * 

    and praise him in the council of the elders.

The Lessons 

Officiant  A Reading from the Book of Judges  

Chapter 14 verse 20 through Chapter 15 verse 20 

 
20 And Samson’s wife was given to his companion, who had been his best man. 

15 After a while, at the time of wheat harvest, Samson went to visit his wife with a kid; 

and he said, “I will go in to my wife in the chamber.” But her father would not allow him 

to go in. 2 And her father said, “I really thought that you utterly hated her; so I gave her to 

your companion. Is not her younger sister fairer than she? Pray take her instead.” 3 And 

Samson said to them, “This time I shall be blameless in regard to the Philistines, when I 

do them mischief.” 4 So Samson went and caught three hundred foxes, and took torches; 

and he turned them tail to tail, and put a torch between each pair of tails. 5 And when he 

had set fire to the torches, he let the foxes go into the standing grain of the Philistines, 

and burned up the shocks and the standing grain, as well as the olive orchards. 6 Then the 

Philistines said, “Who has done this?” And they said, “Samson, the son-in-law of the 

Timnite, because he has taken his wife and given her to his companion.” And the 

Philistines came up, and burned her and her father with fire. 7 And Samson said to them, 

“If this is what you do, I swear I will be avenged upon you, and after that I will 

quit.” 8 And he smote them hip and thigh with great slaughter; and he went down and 

stayed in the cleft of the rock of Etam. 

9 Then the Philistines came up and encamped in Judah, and made a raid on Lehi. 10 And 

the men of Judah said, “Why have you come up against us?” They said, “We have come 

up to bind Samson, to do to him as he did to us.” 11 Then three thousand men of Judah 

went down to the cleft of the rock of Etam, and said to Samson, “Do you not know that 

the Philistines are rulers over us? What then is this that you have done to us?” And he 

said to them, “As they did to me, so have I done to them.” 12 And they said to him, “We 

have come down to bind you, that we may give you into the hands of the Philistines.” 

And Samson said to them, “Swear to me that you will not fall upon me 

yourselves.” 13 They said to him, “No; we will only bind you and give you into their 

hands; we will not kill you.” So they bound him with two new ropes, and brought him up 

from the rock. 
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14 When he came to Lehi, the Philistines came shouting to meet him; and the Spirit of 

the LORD came mightily upon him, and the ropes which were on his arms became as flax 

that has caught fire, and his bonds melted off his hands. 15 And he found a fresh jawbone 

of an ass, and put out his hand and seized it, and with it he slew a thousand men. 16 And 

Samson said, 

“With the jawbone of an ass, 

    heaps upon heaps, 

with the jawbone of an ass 

    have I slain a thousand men.” 

17 When he had finished speaking, he threw away the jawbone out of his hand; and that 

place was called Ra′math-le′hi.[a] 

18 And he was very thirsty, and he called on the LORD and said, “Thou hast granted this 

great deliverance by the hand of thy servant; and shall I now die of thirst, and fall into the 

hands of the uncircumcised?” 19 And God split open the hollow place that is at Lehi, and 

there came water from it; and when he drank, his spirit returned, and he revived. 

Therefore the name of it was called En-hakkor′e;[b] it is at Lehi to this day. 20 And he 

judged Israel in the days of the Philistines twenty years.

44 For Jesus himself testified that a prophet 

has no honor in his own country. 45 So when he came to Galilee, the Galileans welcomed 

him, having seen all that he had done in Jerusalem at the feast, for they too had gone to 

the feast. 

46 So he came again to Cana in Galilee, where he had made the water wine. And at 

Caper′na-um there was an official whose son was ill. 47 When he heard that Jesus had 

come from Judea to Galilee, he went and begged him to come down and heal his son, for 

he was at the point of death. 48 Jesus therefore said to him, “Unless you see signs and 

wonders you will not believe.” 49 The official said to him, “Sir, come down before my 

child dies.” 50 Jesus said to him, “Go; your son will live.” The man believed the word that 

Jesus spoke to him and went his way. 51 As he was going down, his servants met him and 

told him that his son was living. 52 So he asked them the hour when he began to mend, 

and they said to him, “Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever left him.” 53 The father 

knew that was the hour when Jesus had said to him, “Your son will live”; and he himself 

believed, and all his household.
